I, the undersigned natural person of the age of eighteen (18) years or more, and a
citizen of the State of Texas, acting as incorporator of a corporation under the Texas
Non-Profit Corporation Act, do hereby adopt the following Articles of Incorporation for

such corporation (hereinafter called the "Association"):

ARTICLE 1
CORPORATE NAME
The Association shall be known as SUGAR LAND BUSINESS PARK ASSOCIATION,
INC. and by and under such name it shall conduct and transact all of its business.

ARTICLE I
CORPORATE ADDRESS AND AGENT
The street address of the Association's initial registered office is 9575 Katy
Freeway, Suite 130, Houston, Harris County, Texas 77024, and the name of its initial
registered agent at such address is David Regenbaum.

ARTICLE I
CORPORATE STATUS
The Association is a non-profit corporation.

ARTICLE IV
PURPOSE AND POWERS OF THE ASSOCIATION
The Association is formed for the purposes of providing for the maintenance and
preservation of all of the properties within Sugar Land Business Park, a mixed-use
development located in Fort Bend County, Texas, consisting of 1,036.984 acres, more or
less, such land being more particularly deseribed by metes and bounds in Exhibit "A"
attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes, and promoting the health,
safety and welfare of the tract owners within Sugar Land Business Park and for these

purposes:
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enter into contracts for the purpose of providing services for the
benefit, use, or enjoyment to Tract Owners in general, including but
not by way of limitation, security, street lighting and landscaping
improvements and maintenance;

exercise all of the powers and privileges and to perform all of the
duties and obligations of the Association as set forth in any contract;

fix, levy, collect and enforce payment by any lawful means, all charges
or assessments pursuant to any restrictive covenants set forth in any
deed to any Tract, any contract entered into by the Association and/or
any recorded declaration of covenants, conditions and restrictions
affecting or enforceable against the Property, or any portion thereof;

pay all office and other expenses incident to the conduct of the
business of the Association, including management fees, if any, and all
taxes or governmental charges levied against or imposed upon the
property of the Association;

acquire (by gift, purchase or otherwise), own, hold, improve, build upon,
operate, maintain, convey, sell, lease, transfer, dedicate for public use
or otherwise dispose of real or personal property in connection with the
affairs of the Association;

borrow money and mortgage, pledge, deed in trust or hypothecate any
or all of the Association's real or personal property as security for
money borrowed or debts incurred;

dedicate, sell or transfer all or any part of the parks, common areas
and facilities owned by the Association, if any, to any public agency,
authority, utility, person or entity, for such purposes and subject to
such conditions as may be agreed to by the Board of Trustees, provided
that no conveyance of any parks, common areas or facilities other than
the granting of utility easement shall be permitted except to a publie
entity established for similar purposes as the Association or which shall
be dedicated to the preservation of community purposes and interest
and which is capable of maintaining and agreeing to maintain the same;

delete from its jurisdiction and the scope of its services any portion of
the Properties;

participate in mergers and consolidations with other non-profit
corporations organized for the same purposes;

establish and enforce rules and regulations governing the use,
operation, maintenance, control, and disposition of property to which
the Association holds title or to which control is vested in the
Association, if any; and

exercise any and all powers, rights and privileges which a corporation
organized under the Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act or any other
laws of the State of Texas may now or hereafter have or exercise.

ARTICLE V
MEMBERSHIP

The Association shall have no members.
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ARTICLE VI
BOARD OF TRUSTEES
The affairs of the Association shall be managed by a Board of Trustees composed
of such number of persons and for such terms as may be fixed by the Bylaws of the
Association. The Trustees shall continue to serve until their successors are selected and
qualified in the manner provided in the Bylaws of the Association. The names and
addresses of the persons who are to serve as the initial Trustees and constitute the initial
Board of Trustees of the Association until such time as their successors have been

The Association may be dissolved upon the affirmative vote of not less than
two-thirds (2/3) of the Trustees. Upon dissolution of the Association, other than incident
to a merger or consolidation, the assets of the Association, if any, shall be granted,
conveyed and assigned to any non-profit corporations, associations or other organizations
deemed by the Board of Trustees of the Association to be appropriate, to be devoted to

similar purposes.
